Diane Parr Walker presented her final 
President's Report; Paula Matthews is the 
incoming President. Dick Griscom, MLA 
Notes editor, announced a special Y2K issue 
of Notes to take us into the millennium. 
Scheduled for May 2000, it will offer an 
overview of music librarianship including 
collection development, technical services, 
reference services, sources, archives, 
publishing, and sound recordings. Notes 
remains under budget, at about 1,000 pages 
per volume. New type-setting software, 
whereby the type goes directly onto film, will 
be employed with the March issue and will 
facilitate the production of electronic copy. 

Susan Hitchens, Convention Manager, 
reported that 4 1 5 regular members (including 

14 students) and 95 contributors were present 
at the LA meeting for a total of 5 10 attendees. 
The next meeting will be in Louisville, 
Kentucky. Ruth Ann McTyre (Baylor) is 
Program Chair for the Kentucky meeting.

traditionnel. 

Une quarantaine de partitions musicales a 
caractere historique ont egalement ete 
nurnerisees. Elles proviennent en grande 
partie d'un album intitule: Collection de 
musique composee par des auteurs 

canadiens ... Exposition provinciale de 1863, 
Boucher et Manseau, 43 1, rue Notre-Dame, 
Montreal. Quelques centaines d'autres pieces 
musicales du repertoire vocal et instrumental 
des 19e siecle, et premiere moitie du 20e 
siecle seront ajoutees a cet ensemble au 
printemps 1999.
