La bibliothbque de la FacultC de musique 
de l'UniversitC de Montreal (UM) a sans 
doute la plus jeune collection des trois 

CAML's annual meeting took place in the 
province of Quebec in June. This was the 
fourth CAML meeting held in the 
province (1980, 1985, 1989, and 1995); in 
addition, IAML was hosted by McGill 
University in 1975. Twenty years later, we 
were back at McGill, with a meeting of 
more than 200 people, from three 
organizations (CAML, CUMS and 
ARMuQ). Seven music collections in 
Quebec were profiled by their librarians: 
the following is a report of those sessions. 

These seven collections are from several 
types of libraries: three academic 
institutions, one special library, one 
government library, one public library and 
one "non standard. The chart on p. 16 
shows the grouped statistics, but should 
not be used for direct comparison. For 
example, the method used for counting the 
total amount of documents varies from 
one place to another (titles, physical 
units); as do the number of staff members 
who work at the same location as the 
collection. 

The library of the Music Faculty of 
UniversitC de MontrCal (UM) was the 
latest collection to be established of the 
three academic institutions profiled here, 
but has grown quickly. Like its Faculty, 
founded in 1950, this dynamic library is 
one of 27 in the university network, 
recently computerized on GEAC. Two 
factors have contributed to the significant 
collection development since 1983: a large 
acquisitions budget and new premises. The 
collections are as diverse as the 
cumculum is. The central technical

The music library of the UniversitC Laval 
(UL), near Quebec City, is located in the 
Arts and Humanities Library. While this 
situation has advantages such as the the 
sharing of resources (extended schedule, 
administration, acquisition, cataloguing, 
loan services), but it is inconvenient in 
that it is not located in the building where 
music is taught. The collection emphasizes 
musicology and musical education. The 
rare book collection includes a significant 
number of music editions published in the 
17th and 18th centuries. The duties of the 
librarian include documentation and 
acquisition advisor. He also teaches a 
credit course in bibliographic instruction. 
The central technical services has 3 
persons (1 librarian) assigned to music 
cataloguing. Adaptations have been made 
to the software so that uniform titles and 
their cross-references may be retrieved.

The important role that the Canadian 
Music Centre (CMC) has played across 
the country since 1959 is well-known. 
Created in 1973, Montreal was the first 
regional office, created to support the 
growing francophone environment and the 
needs of composers in QuCbec. The 
Montreal office of the CMC has 
partnerships with a number of professional 
organizations and is involved in various 
cultural events (exhibits, lectures, concerts, 
etc.). In addition to listening and loan 
s e ~ c e s ,  the Montreal office also provides 
manuscript reproduction services. 
Cataloguing operations are centralized in 
Toronto; those providing reference 
services in Montreal can quickly respond 
to requests for information.

Located in Montreal, the Biblioth6que 
nationale du Quebec (BNQ) holds a 
unique collection of Quebec's heritage. Its 
mandate is to acquire, through legal 
deposit, all printed music and sound 
recordings produced in Quebec, and its 
collection also includes purchases, 
exchanges, and gifts. The initial collection, 
acquired from the Sulpiciens, includes rare 
books and documents which trace the 
beginnings of music publishing in Canada 
(circa 1800). The collections are located in 
three different buildings: periodicals and 
monographs are not included in the 
statistics in the chart. The main task of the 
Music Division is to make the music 
scores and sound recordings collections 
available. The bibliographic records 
created appear in the National 
BibliographylLa Bibliographie du Qutbec 
(also available in CDROM format) and in 
a new publication: Catalogue of Musical 
Scores Published Before 1968/Catalogue 
des partitions musicales publiies avant

The Bibliothbque publique de Quebec 
(BPQ) network includes the main library

library was built in 1984. In addition to 
technical and administrative network 
services, it also includes special 
collections: a language laboratory, 
audiovisual collection (6296 videotapes), 
software library (170 titles), sound 
recordings, and music scores. The scores 
collection includes classical music and 
Quebec and French songs.
