FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear members:

This has already been an exciting year
for me as President.

On June 3rd I attended the annual
meeting of the Canadian Conference of
the Arts which was held at the Univer-
sity of Ottawa. The slogan adopted for
this meeting was "Culture: a Political
Priority.” Conference themes focused on
the need for action in support of the
arts, and demonstrated how artists
should go about achieving this goal.
Government initiatives in the arts were
reviewed, analyzed and criticized. The
effectiveness of the artist in reaching
the public and the media was also
evaluated. I came away from this
meeting with a much better awareness of
the role of the CCA.

From September 4-9 1 attended the IAML
conference in Tokyo. It was a wonderful
opportunity to meet and to exchange
ideas with our Japanese colleagues who
treated us with great hospitality and
warmth. Many of the sessions concentra-
ted upon libraries in Japan which, com-
bined with several well organized tours
made me aware of the wealth of the col-
lections and the superior technology of
Japanese music libraries especially as
regards cataloguing and automation. It
was also an Iinteresting experience for
me to attend Council Meetings and thus
to gain an insight into the
complexities of running an organization
comprised of members from diverse cul-
tural backgrounds. Maria  Calderisi
Bryce (National Library of Canada)
fulfilled the demanding role of Pre-
sident with diplomacy and apparent ease.

As the major portion of CAML membership
dues go toward IAML and the publication
of Fontes Artis Musicae it is important
for us to participate in IAML as much
as possible. The annual meeting next
year will take place in Oxford, England
from Sunday, August 27 until Friday,

MEMBERS' NEWS

William Sgrazzutti is now Music
Librarian, University of Calgary. Rita
Vine's new title there is Assistant Head
of Access Services for the University of
Calgary Library.

Alison Hall has been appointed English
language editor of Fontes Artis Musicae.

CAML's official participation in CLA's
June 1988 conference in Halifax was a
session co-sponsored by CASLIS entitled
“"Music information in non-music
reference tools”. Convened by Gwendolyn
Creelman, the session was presented by
Peter Higham to about twenty regist-
rants, He first outlined what music
sources were commonly available at local
public libraries. He noted that govern-
ment documents were possible sources
especially for Canadian information.
Most of his paper dealt with on-line
databases which contain significant
amounts of information on music. There
is not much overlap of information with
printed sources; the databases can be
strong 1in current and popular music
information. Database searches often

turn up insignificant and inappropriate
citations, yet can be wvaluable tools
especially for topics with an interdis-
ciplinary angle. The questions and

discussion that followed touched on pub-
lic library resources for folk music, a
few suggested titles basic to a small
music collection, and comparisons of on-
line and print-source searches.

The session planned for the CAML/CASLIS
contribution to next year's CLA
conference in Edmonton is titleq "Music
CDs: the right choice for your sound
recordings collection”. The convenor is
Richard Belford, Music Librarian,
Saskatoon Public Library, and the
speakers are Gail Anderson, Head, Fine
Arts Department, Calgary Public Library,
and William Sgrazzutti, Music Librarian,
University of Calgary. The program will
be a practical collections management
session on acquisitions, storage,
handling and conservation. The time and
date, subject to confirmation: Saturday,
June 25, 1989, 9-10:15 am.
