The Service w i l l  cons i s t  o f  monthly taoes 
conta in ing records f o r  o r i n ted  music ( i n c l u d i n g  
scores and sheet music) and music and non-music 
sound recordings catalogued f o r  Canadiana, 
t ne  na t i ona l  b ib l iography.  A l l  o r i n t e d  music 
Dublisned i n  Canada, and a l l  Dublished abroad 
having Canadian content  w i l l  be included. 
A l l  sound recordings oublished i n  Canada and 
abroad which have some Canadian content, sucn 
as a Canadian composer, performer o r  l y r i c i s t ,  
w i l l  a l so  be covered. Sound recordings w i t h  
o n l y  a Canadian oroducer, o r  oubl ished i n  
Canada w i t h  no Canadian content  w i l l  n o t  be 
included. A l l  records w i l l  fo l low AACR2 
cataloguing standards. 

Records f o r  monographs about music and sound 
wcerd ings are a v a i l a b l e  through the  Canadiana 
Monograohs Taoe Service oot ion  o f  MRDS. Records 
f o r  s e r i a l s  about music o r  sound recordings 
are  d i s t r i b u t e d  tnrougn the  MRDS CONSER Taoe 
Serv i  ce.
