NEW ACQUISITIONS 

Two s i g n i f i c a n t  donat ions of musical i n t e r e s t  were received by t h e  
Univers i ty  of Western Ontar io  i n  December 1983, and w i l l  be housed i n  
t h e  Gustav ~ a h l e r / ~ l f r e d  Rosd Room of t h e  Music Library. 

The f i r s t  i s  t h e  ~ a h l e r / ~ o s d  Col lec t ion .  This  Col lec t ion ,  presented 
t o  t h e  Universi ty  by Maria Rosd, widow of Alfred Rosd, t h e  nephew of 
Gustav Mahler, and a former member of t h e  Music Facul ty ,  c o n s i s t s  of 
s e v e r a l  hundred, J.e,t.kgs ancl dnwnants, mikten by1 m reJ&bg t o  
Gustav Mahler, h i s  family, f r i e n d s  and assoc ia tes .  The Co l l ec t i on  
a l s o  conta ins  manuscripts of compositions by Mahler and by Rosd. 

D r .  P h i l i p  Downs of t h e  Facul ty  of Music, has ca l l ed  t h e  Co l l ec t i on  
an inva luable  add i t i on  t o  t h e  Universi ty ,  and has ind ica ted  t h a t  t h e  
Facu l ty  "is very f o r t u n a t e  t o  have acquired-  access  t o  some of t h e s e  
t r e a s u r e s  which a r e  r a p i d l y  on t h e i r  way t o  becoming pr ice less . "  

The second donat ion comes from Gordon D. J e f f e ry ,  a London lawyer and 
musician. Mr. J e f f e r y  purchased a t  Sotheby's i n  London, England, a 
fragment of t h e  autograph score  of t h e  Rondo f o r  piano and orches t ra ,  
K. 386, by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart. He has generously donated t h i s  
r a r i t y  t o  t h e  Universi ty ,  and has requested t h a t  it be housed. i n - t h e  
Music Library. 

There i s  an unusual b i t  of h i s t o r y  a t tached  t o  t h i s  fragment. Appa- 
r e n t l y  t h e  complete manuscript was once i n  t he  possession of William 
S te rnda l e  Bennett, who, i n  o rde r  t o  d i s t r i b u t e  small  souvenir  tokens 
t o  h i s  f r i e n d s  and col leagues,  CUT IT UP with s c i s s o r s  and handed it 
around: That ' s  t h e  s t o r y  t h a t  Sotheby's g ives  a t  any r a t e .  With t h e  
d i scovery  of t h e  10-bar fragment now i n  t h e  Music Library,  s cho la r s  
can t r a c e  approximately 120 of t h e  o r i g i n a l  252 ba r s  of t he  piece.
