retirement. His personal life was enviably tranquil and reward-
ing, shared with his incomparably warm and loyal wife Edith and
their genial family. This close and faithful family was at hand

all through Ed's difficult final illness and present in force at
the moving and touchingly appropriate memorial service at Hamilton
Road Presbyterian Church, London, Ontario, along with many of Ed's
friends and colleagues from the many fields of musical endeavour
which he so successfully pursued and which the service so poig-
nantly summarized.
