Concert Hall, a *three million dollar facility in the new University
Centre. While an enthusiastic audience observed, Dr. George Corwin of
the Department o: Music spent two days directing a variety of perform-
ances, the Depariment of Physics spent another with sound generators
and other accousiical equipment, and at the end the hall was pronounced

accoustically sujerior and happily accepted by the University. As well
as being an accoustical success, the facility is architecturally stunning.
The hall is built with a "surround" concept -- the stage is at an almost

central location and none of the 1,275 seats is further than 79 feet from
the stage. Althcugh of strikingly modern design, the new hall conveys

a feeling of warsnth and intimacy. Throughout the University there is a
sense of gladness that the days of performing in the "01ld Gym" are over.

The hall was designed by the Wade Williams Partnership of Victoria, with
accoustical design by the firm of Bolt, Beranek, and Newman of Boston.
It will officially open in September with the performance of Beethoven's
Symphony no. 9.
